Cardiff and Vale UHB

1. Welcome and Housekeeping
RE opened the AGM and welcomed all present.  He requested that evaluation and Equal Opportunities forms were completed by all attendees. RE spoke about the services which C3SC provided during the past year and about the next priorities for the organisation in helping the sector to respond to current and emerging challenges.  He summarised the key issues facing the Third Sector and the infrastructure – shaping and enabling change, harnessing resources and demonstrating value - as outlined in the NAVCO report and discussed how we can prepare and support each other through these challenges. 
2. Resolution 1:
Approval of AGM and EGM minutes
RE asked members to vote to confirm their approval of the minutes of the last AGM and EGM.  Both were approved by a majority of votes from members.
3. Chief Officer’s report 
SHB advised of the order of the AGM. She then invited members to look at the C3SC Maniffesto referring to examples of services which C3SC provided in the last year and discussed the future of these services. SHB advised that it is important that members move forward in a positive way, and to persistently challenge C3SC to ensure that we are fully representative of our member’s needs. SHB invited colleagues Wendy Marinos and Kerrine Phillips to provide some insight into the work of the C3SC Communities First and Co-creating Healthy Change projects. Information was given on the achievements of the projects and plans for the future.  She concluded by adding that the third sector must move forward together taking the community interest with us to remain relevant, resilient and sustainable.
4. Resolution 2:

Approval of the Trustee Annual Report 
SHB asked for members to vote their approval of the Trustees Annual Report.  This was approved by a majority vote of the members present.
5. Key note speech 
Professor Marcus Longley discussed partnership working in Cardiff and the Vale – how this has been progressed over the past five years and what challenges we face over the next five years. Informative and statistical information was given on historic trends within the Health Services and how we can each take responsibility for the Health of ourselves and others around us.  He advised that no single organisation, group or sector has a monopoly on wisdom, and the solution therefore is in working together.  He acknowledged that partnership is hard work, but encouraged the need to believe in it, stick with it and protect it.
6. Resolution 3:
Trustee Board appointments 
SHB outlined the following proposed changes to C3SC’s Board of Trustees:
· Rebecca Ball – co-opted 2014; standing for election at AGM 2014.

· Althea Collymore – co-opted 2014; standing for election at AGM 2014.

· Michael Flynn – Standing down at  AGM 2014; proposed for co-option to the Board to lead on the E&D brief

· Nick Corrigan – Standing down at AGM 2014
· Gerry Puttock – Standing down at AGM 2014; proposed for re-election
· Reynette Roberts – Standing down at AGM 2014; proposed for re-election

The proposals were approved by a majority vote of those present and votes by proxy.
7. Resolution 4: Acceptance of the Annual Accounts 2013-14
Pankaj Bakshi (PB) from Hodge Bakshi summarised the accounts as follows:
He advised that it had been a good year for the charity. Income was £1,483,047 compared to £822,926 in 2013. He confirmed that the increase of income was largely due to the additional projects taken on by the C3SC, namely Communities First and the Big Lottery Community Voice projects.  Expenditure has therefore increased as expected with a figure for outgoing resources of £1,474,139 compared to £746,278 in 2013. Expenditure on salaries have increased along with grants distributed. There has been a slight decrease in profit and the reserves have risen. PB confirmed that the accounts are a true and fair reflection of the financial position of the charity and have been prepared in accordance with SORP requirements.

There were no questions from the floor.  The majority of members present voted to approve the Annual Accounts.
8. Resolution 5: Appointment of Auditors 
SHB advised that following the expiry of the three year contract with our current auditors -Hodge Bakshi - a tender exercise had been carried out in line with best practice based on value for money and evidence of experience and expertise in providing financial audits within the third sector.   The proposed outcome is for Watts Gregory Accountants to be appointed as the auditors of C3SC’s accounts for 2014/2015. 

The majority of members present voted in favour of the appointment.
9. Guest Speakers 
The following guest speakers provided presentation on ‘hot topics’ for the third sector-
Just Giving: Fund raising and on-line funding donations 

Cyd Cymru: Wales Together energy/money saving collective

Cardiff City Council: Transfers of Community Assets from public sector to community ownership

10. Closure of proceedings
SHB thanked the assembly for their attendance and participation and C3SC Trustees and staff for their support and contributions. SHB closed the proceedings on behalf of C3SC’s Trustee Board at 3.30pm.
